
At the October 15, 2012 Route 2/102 workshop meeting, the project team had the audience participate in a 
keypad polling survey.  There were approximately 23 people that participated in the survey, of those that 
participated, approximately 15 were residents of the area around the intersection, some residents from the 
larger surrounding area and town, and the remainder of the participants were members of the stakeholder 
group.  Keypad polling is an instantaneous preference survey, that allows participants to view an image or 
question, with a number of possible choices.  Participants use a remote survey pad (similar to a remote control) 
to choose from a multiple choice question, and the keypad polling program instantaneously receives and sorts 
the choices posted for each image or survey question.  Attached to the link below are the slides and questions 
asked with the percentage of answers given for each question.
